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Installing the front wheels
Insert both wheels into each housing shown on the image until you hear a click noise.
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# To lock the front wheels,
slide the lock down shown below.
To allow the front wheels to swivel, slide the lock up.
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Installing the rear wheels

Insert each rear wheels on each housing on the rear side of the frame. See below image.
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Assembling the pet bassinet
1) Take out the pad from the bassinet.
2) Pull the two supporting bar towards its side until they are locked in correct position.
3) Pull up the zipper of both sides, and stick the velcro to cover the supporting bar.
4) Put the pad inside the bassinet, and hold the canopy handle up until it’s in upright position.
) Hold the bassinet handle bar and pull it up in upright position until you hear a “click” sound.
) Fasten the snaps on both canopy insides.
)
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7) Close the canopy and zip back.
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Unfolding the frame
1) Release the fold lock on the side of the stroller and lift up the handle.
) Make sure you lift the handle completely up so the stroller frame locks into place and hear a

click sound. Make sure the frame is completely unfolded before use.
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How to use brake on the rear wheels

To operate the brake push the lever on the right rear wheel area. Always engage the brake during
stops.One step to lock or unlock the rear wheels. There is an indicator with colors. Green color
stands for brake are unlocked. Red color stands for brake are locked.
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Installing the pet bassinet to the frame
Take the pet bassinet from the handle and attach it to the frame, positioning it in the dedicated

housings on both sides.
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*Warning : Please use the pet harness found
inside the pet bassinet when strolling.
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How to adjust the handle
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Press the handle adjust button on both sides at the same time while positioning it up or down.
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How to fully open/close the canopy

1) Pull open the zipper, and open the canopy in the front.

2) Press the two internal buttons simultaneously and lay down the handle bar.

3) To close the canopy pull the handle bar up to the middle and zipper up the front of the bassinet.
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How to collapse the pet bassinet for more compact storage
Fully open the canopy and pull the two frames as shown until the bassinet collapses.
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How to fold the stroller

1) Detach the pet bassinet from the chassis by operating the lever on both sides of the bassinet. Make
sure to lift the bassinet by gripping it by the handle. Carefully place the bassinet in a safe location.

2) Move the rear button( to the side while pressing the other button® to lift and push the
handle to the front of the stroller. Then lift the basket handle up to fold the stroller in half. The
stroller frame is designed to stand in place. To make the fold more compact you can adjust the
handle inside.

1. Always make sure the pet harness is attached to the stroller when using the stroller. Please keep
your pet from jumping out and falling off the stroller.

2. Do not leave your pet unsupervised in the stroller. Do not leave your pet in the pet stroller for
extended periods of time.

3. Do not leave the stroller on a slope when the pet is seated in it, even if the brake is engaged.
Brake efficiency is limited on high gradients. Be careful of steep slopes.

4. Be careful not to get your fingers caught when folding the stroller.

5. Make sure to remove your pet in a safe location before folding the stroller.

6. Do not carry items, children, or people on the stroller. For pets only.

7. To prevent the stroller from becoming unstable, do not place parcels or accessory items
anywhere except in the storage basket and pockets provided. DO not hang items such as shopping
bags from the frame.

8. Do not park the stroller on ramps.

9. Zipper up(lock) the canopy for safety when strolling.

10. Before assembling, verify that the products and all its components have not been subject to
damages during transport. Should this be the case, do not use the product and keep it out of reach of
pets and children. Be sure to check that there is no corrosion or damage to the product before use.

11. On unpaved roads, snowy or wet roads, the brake efficiency may decrease. Be careful as the
wheels may slip and cause accidents.

12. Any goods carried in the basket not to exceed 3kgs (6lbs)

13. Only use Buddyduggy replacement parts.



This stroller is for pets (dogs and cats) weighing less than 30KG(66Ibs). Do not use the

stroller for any other purpose.
Due to differences in pets behaviors and individual differences, weight limits may vary.

- Please check the following 3 steps when placing and removing your pet from the stroller bassinet.

1. Ensure that all locking devises are engaged before placing and removing your pet from the stroller.
2. Be careful when folding, as pets may get caught.
3. Make sure the bassinet is properly installed on the frame.

- Other precautions, care, and maintenance.

1. Injuries and accidents caused by the unexpected behavior of pets, please be careful.

2. If the product is used or stored excessively, it may be damaged or the parts may wear out quickly.
3. Our warranty does not cover accidents caused by improper repair, modification or misuse.

4. Do not leave the stroller and bassinet in direct sunlight for long periods of time as this may cause
color change in some materials. Please keep it in a well-ventilated place.

5. Please do not leave the product out in the rain or damp places.

6. The stroller should not be used near an open fire or exposed flame.

7. If stored in an unclean state, it may cause fleas and mites to breed, so please keep it
maintained and clean.

8. In order to keep the stroller in good condition, it is necessary to use the product cleanly and pay
attention to its maintenance.

9. Inspect the stroller and accessories regularly for signs of damage and wear.

10. Check the shape of the metal parts for deformation or cracks and stop using if there are any problems.
11. For plastic and metal parts, wipe the contaminated area with a dry towel.

12. Do not use cleaning agents such as abrasives, solvents, ammonia or bleach.

13. Gently wipe the hood and seat with a clean cloth and dry them completely.

14. Do not machine wash, iron, bleach, and dryer. Gently wipe the plastic and petal parts with a
wet cloth. Dry thoroughly after cleaning.

15. Brakes and wheels are subject to wear and should be replaced if necessary.

16. Do not apply excessive force to the wheel or frame, and if in doubt, check the instructions.

17. Use only genuine parts supplied or recommended by buddyduggy.

18. Moving parts may be lubricated with WD-40 spray or other silicone coating products. Do not use
products containing oil or grease.

19. Regular inspection prolongs the life of your stroller.

20. Discluding the mat all other parts of stroller must be professionally cleaned.
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
